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OBJECTIVES
	The aim of the ‘Extra-curricular democracy promoting activities’ component was to develop various areas of school’s social activity and promote democratic environment that facilitates the development of civic competencies in individual.
Objectives:

· To summarise and develop methodological basis for effective models of civic education of students; to implement these models into the educational process.
· To produce teaching and learning materials with focus on the development of students’ civic competencies in various areas of social life.
· To train youth in responsible civic participation through organised social practices.
· To raise the level of methodological skill in organising civic education and strengthening the democratic climate in school. 

· To develop and maintain an Internet-portal with teaching and learning materials on civic education through extra-curricular activities.
· To promote democratic processes in school as public institution.
· To enhance social partnership between school and local community. 

· To disseminate best practices of extra-curricular activities  to schools and communities in all oblasts of Ukraine. 


KEY OUTPUTS
1.  Conferences, workshops, meetings
	· International conference on the organisation of civic education through extra-curricular activities ‘Civic education in action. Youth – school – community’ held in Kyiv on 3 February 2006. A total of 178 people took part in the conference.

· International workshop on ‘Project technologies in extra-curricular education’ held between 17 and 19 August 2006 in Shatsk, Volyn oblast. Participants were introduced to the best practices of European CE projects. The project Working Group drafted the required methodological guidelines on students’ project work. A set of criteria and processes were designed to monitor and evaluate the success of student projects. 
· ‘Distinctive features of project-based method’ – presentation and training for teachers at the international conference held in Kherson between 14 and 15 September 2007.
· ‘Civic education and non-governmental orgnisations’ – a workshop and meeting of 12 members of the project Working Group with Chris Waller to discuss UK practices in Kyiv on 27 June 2007. 
· ‘Information and communications technology and civic education’ – a training workshop delivered by Chris Waller (UK)on 19 September 2007 in Kyiv.
· Study trip to Germany. Duration – between 21 and 28 October 2007. Number of participants – 14. Aim: to study CE practices in EU countries; learn about democracy development in EU countries; exchange experience of implementing democratic principles into educational process in German and Ukrainian secondary schools. 
· ‘Development citizenship in young people in educational practice’ – International conference delivered on 7 December 2007 in Kyiv for 150 participants.



2. Programme ‘Learning to elect’
	Implementation period: November 2005 – June 2006
Target group: students of Grades 10 and 11 of secondary schools of Ukraine, their tutors.

Outputs:

· Teaching and learning materials were produced on election themes (2000 copies).

· Nine workshops were held for Ukrainian teachers in oblast ITTIs and in 23 rayons (563).
· A series of training extra-curricular activities (162) on election issues were delivered in Ukraine under the general theme ‘Spring 2006’. On the whole, 162 events were held involving 5 240 students. 
· The web-page ‘Learning to elect’ was designed within the portal ‘Youth acts’.



3. Civic education Internet-portal – WWW.CITIZEN.ORG.UA
	The Internet-portal presents summarised and systematised practices of CE delivery though extra-curricular activities.

It enables students of basic and upper secondary grade as well as their tutors to organise their own activities in different areas of public life using methodological guidelines and specific models available from the portal, and to take engage in nation-wide projects that provide information and methodological support.

4. Mini-Projects Scheme for the support of extra-curricular democracy promoting activities in secondary schools

	Implementation period: 2006 – 2007 
Participants: secondary schools, non-school training institutions, youth NGOs
The aim of the Scheme was to develop various forms and methods of civic education of students through extra-curricular activities and encourage practical implementation of project-based methods. 

Content:

· A system of organisational and methodological support was developed for the Scheme.
· Training workshops for teachers – 8 (Vinnytsa – 2, Kyiv – 2, Lutsk – 2, Kherson – 2). A total of 210 people took part. 

· Number of projects received –109.

· Financial support was provided for 22 initiatives with the total amount of 70 000 UAH.

· Workshop and meeting held on 1 December 2006 in Lviv involving international experts Ingrid Haldbritter and Malgozata Bakalaz to draft criteria for the evaluation of project work.
· Evaluation of projects developed under the Scheme. First stage – between 3 and 5 January 2007.
· Evaluation of the Mini-Projects Scheme in Kyiv. Final stage and conclusions – 9 February 2007.
· Workshop on the outcomes of the Mini-Projects Scheme and on arrangements for funding support for project activities held on 30 March 2007 – 25 participants.
· Monitoring of project activities.



5. ‘Youth acts’ – a set of teaching and learning materials on election activities produced as a result of constructive cooperation between teachers from Ukraine and EU countries.
	· Synthesis of proposed forms and methods of civic education of students.

· Drafting of methodological resource on the delivery of civic education through extra-curricular activities by a team of editors/compilers (2006–2007). 

· Publication of the component resource in the Doba magazine (2000 copies) that included search for required information, providing project data, drafting of the introductory text, liaison with the publishing house.
· Dissemination of materials to secondary schools of Ukraine.



6. Programme ‘Democratic school’. Development of democratic processes in school as a social institution 

	Implementation period: May – December 2007.

The aim of the ‘Democratic school’ programme: to establish and develop democratic structures and traditions as democracy development tools for the school community.
Objectives of the ‘Democratic school’ programme: to facilitate internal and external development of school community by strengthening the links between stakeholders of the educational process and developing joint initiatives; encourage school leadership to promote democracy initiatives; consolidate and develop existing democratic school government; help increase the role of school in local community.
Participants of the programme: teachers, students, parents, community leaders; in total seven teams from pilot schools of Volyn, Kherson, Vinnytsa oblasts and Kyiv City, among them educational complex № 30 (Vinnytsa oblast), Lyceum 100 ‘Podil’ and Gymnasium of Oriental Languages (Kyiv City), Dubechne secondary school and Kivertsy secondary school (Volyn oblast), Chkaliv secondary school and specialised school № 2 (Tsyuryupynsk, Kherson oblast).
Content:

· Study of school democratisation practices in other countries.
· Design of democratic school practices and drafting of teaching and learning materials to support teachers. 
· Delivery of workshops in pilot schools and testing of democratic school models developed in the course of the programme.

· Dissemination of innovative practices.
· Development of the schedule and methodology for ‘Democratic school’ programme.

· First ‘Democratic school’ workshop was held between 4 and 6 May in Lviv for 30 participants (five representatives from each school including teachers, school managers, parents and students from six schools). 
· Second ‘Democratic school’ workshop/ Summer school was delivered between 11 and 14 August 2007 for 35 participants who represented 7 schools including teachers, parents and students.



7. Internet-forum of Ukrainian teachers, civic education activists
	Implementation period: March – December 2007 

· Development of a concept for distance and on-line learning in the area of civic education.

· Development of teaching and learning materials for training courses.

· Administration of Internet forum of Ukrainian teachers, CE activists http://www.teachers.in.ua/, http://www.usha.org.ua/forum/. 
· Number of hits -  5000  
· Top number of simultaneous hits – 16 (15.07. 2007)

The most popular topic – ‘Who’s duty is it to develop a citizen?’ - 1459 hits.




8. Civic education in action. Survey of upper secondary students in Ukraine (2006–2007)
	Aim: to determine the level of democracy knowledge, civic interests and the dynamics of changes in the level of citizenship in the course of social engineering.
Respondents: 363 students of Grades 9 to 11 from different regions of Ukraine. The survey was mainly held in Vinnytsa, Volyn, Kherson oblasts and Kyiv City.

Objectives:

· To investigate the dynamics of the changes in the level of civic competency in the course of organised social activity.
· To identify effective strategies and methods of civic education.
· To determine the levels of actual and potential civic engagement of youth in local community.
· To learn about the attitudes of young people to topical issues of democracy development.
· To identify the level of preparedness and motivation of young people for engaging in local community.
· To identify the needs and opportunities of social partnership between youth, authorities and civic society institutions.
Findings
The survey:

· established the level of civic competency in the course of students’ involvement into social engineering activities.
· proved the effectiveness of project method in the development of civic competencies in individual.

· confirmed the general willingness of younger generation to take part in the life and affairs of local community.
· provided information about the delivery of civic education in Ukrainian schools and its curriculum provision.
· showed that school is currently the best setting to effectively develop civic competency.
· established that society institutions and government authorities are not paying enough attention to the development of civic knowledge and skills in young people or their influence is insignificant.




9. The project component recommends further development of the following areas:
	· Cooperation between schools and local civic society organisations.

· Clarification of potential role of NGOs in education sector.
· Encouraging the public including mass media to take interest in the state of affairs in civic education sector in Ukraine.
· Creation of a sustainable forum for civic education NGOs to help achieve synergy, avoid waste of resources, etc.
· Creation of opportunities for independent public review of the state of affairs in CE area.
· Providing NGO with access to the pre-service and in-service teacher training system.
· Raising of additional funds to meet the needs of CE, especially at school level.



10. Stimuli for further development and sustainability:
	· Introduction of optional courses based on materials produced by the project.

· Implementation of project-based strategies using methodological resource ‘Youth acts’.
· Continuous operation of the portal ‘Youth acts’ and the Ukrainian teachers’ forum.
· Meeting the social requirements of the community.
· Exchange of experience with educational establishments and NGOs from other countries.
· Implementation of distance learning in project-based strategies/ civic education.
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
