TRM piloting and evaluation workshop

for CDWG teachers and teachers the Ukrainian language and literature, foreign literature and foreign language
A workshop was held in Kyiv on 10 April 2007 for teachers of the Ukrainian language and literature, foreign literature and foreign language to discuss piloting and evaluation of the TRM materials drafted by the Curriculum Development Working Group. The workshop was conducted by the members of the CDWG O.Pometun, T. Remekh, S. Reshetov and National Expert S. Poznyak. A total of 26 teachers of the Ukrainian language and literature, foreign literature and foreign language from the project’s pilot oblasts attended the workshop (the same number of participants from each oblast, see attached list). The participants had been selected and invited on the basis of their experience in the delivery of Civic Education or the integration of its aspects into these subjects.

TRM contributors for the relevant subjects: N. Krat (teacher of English from Poltava oblast – for foreign language), A. Panchenkov (lecturer of the Kyiv Institute of Internal Affairs – for the Ukrainian literature), V. Solopenko (gymnasium teacher from Kyiv – for the Ukrainian language), and L. Bogdan (teacher from Kyiv – for foreign literature), were also present.

The main purpose of the workshop was to provide participants with an insight into the opportunities for the development of a cross-curricular CE model in Ukraine by means of languages and literature, and to prepare them for piloting and evaluation of the draft CE materials developed by the project through their subjects.
David Royle, the International Team Leader made an introduction to the workshop. Then Olena Pometun, the chairperson of the CDWG, outlined its aims and objectives. This was followed a presentation by the National Expert Svitlana Poznyak who described the Working Group tasks in this project and detailed the outputs of the previous stage of the WG activities; she also specified tasks in relation to cross-curricular delivery of CE and opportunities for involving workshop participants.
T. Remekh made a presentation on ‘Civic education in Ukraine: aim, objectives and models’.

Then O. Pometun acquainted the participants with the WG outputs pertaining to the objectives of civic education in Ukraine and the levels of the development of civic competency in students at different stages of education. This presentation provided the basis for the next activity involving the authors of the materials. The participants were split into four subject-based groups and authors worked with each group during the next two hours. In this session the authors presented draft materials, explained their structure and objectives, and then initiated discussions of the proposed drafts in small groups to collect feedback on possible changes that need to be made in the presented drafts.

At the last plenary the participants were acquainted with the Materials Evaluation Form, the piloting process, a form to feed back to the WG and the timeframe during which they were expected to carry out the suggested evaluation.

The results of the final survey at the end showed a positive outcome of the workshop.

It was planned that during a month up to 20 May teachers should pilot and evaluate selected parts of the materials allocated to them and send results to the project offices. A possible amount of work for teachers in each subject was agreed (the Evaluation Form is attached).
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
